How to Write an Effective Chapter Summary from a Book

1. What is the title of the book, the chapter number, and the title of the chapter? (3pts)
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2. Identify at least three main characters in the chapter. For each character, in at least one sentence, briefly describe the role of each character in the chapter. (6pts) 












3. In at least three details, describe the physical setting in the chapter (i.e. location, climate, geography, urban, rural, etc.) (6pts) 











4. In at least two details, identify and explain the main source of conflict, tension, or agreement displayed in the chapter among or between the main characters? (4pts) 








5. (1) Throughout the chapter, select seven vocabulary words that you do not know the definition of.  (If you think you know the definition of every word, select ten words that you use infrequently.) (2) Next, look up the definition of each word and record it. (3) Then, use the word in a complete sentence. (28pts)
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
